J a n u mdetyng nsinutes were reviewed and a motion to approve the minutes was proposed — 1% by Susan Andriacchi
and 2" by Pattie Esqueda. One note by Mrs. Comitz concerning the office copy machine: The cost is $2,000 more than
previously discussed because of a model upgrade (on the part of the manufacturer). It has been purchased and is
already in use (the office will be able to print the Student Handbook at the beginning of the school year).

The Readathon will take place during Spring Break (March 21 ~ March 30). Information packet should be sent home on
March 20.

The Jogathon date needs to be changed, possibly to a Wednesday in May. Mrs. Comitz will check the Master Calendar
so it does not coincide with STAR testing. Possible date: May 28.

Field trip dates: BOOST/TEDDE — April 15; Kindergarten —May 9; First Grade —June 4; Second Grade — April 11
We need an update about cost from Mrs. Zirbel regarding the software purchase for the Computer Lab.

Mrs. Comitz needs a total of $3,400 for IDAP. About $2,500 will come from 2007 WEF Rock Around the Block donation;
PTA may only need to donate $1,000.

As noted above, the office copy machine cost more than originally anticipated ($19,500). School Site Council contributed
$7,800 and Mrs. Comitz used unmarked donation money, which is now getting depleted. Therefore she would like more
money contributed to the unmarked donation fund for general classroom needs. Jen will do a financial analysis to see
how much money we can donate (since field trip costs have also increased the PTA needs to see how much money we
have). Once the analysis is done, Jen will send out a notice to PTA Board members for a vote.

Susan talked about our current finances: We have an $850 surplus from Membership, $400 surplus from Movie Night,
$200 surplus from the Breakfast Socials; we will need more money for the third Hands-on-Art project; $4,500 is
budgeted for the PE Aide and supplies; the Assembly money has not all been used (keeping in mind increased costs); CD
money needs to be spent A overall we are doing well financially.
